During your stay you will visit SIIDA – Sami 

Museum and Northern Lapland Nature Centre 

which contains a wealth of exhibits highlighting 

the region’s cultural and environmental diversity.

On the shores of the Aurlandsfjord, Flåm is a natural haven of steep mountains, plunging 

waterfalls and fertile valleys, reached via the wonder of the Flåm Mountain Railway, one of the 

most spectacular train journeys in Europe.

Descending over 860 metres this masterpiece 

of engineering takes in no fewer than twenty 

one hand carved tunnels, a 1:18 gradient and 

breathtaking views of the Flåm Valley, as it 

winds its way along its 20 km course.
